Sometimesitisfuntolook back and seewherewe' ve
been. Weprobably don’t doit enough, ascurrentissues
are so demanding. Take aminute, however, to look
back at some of theeventsof the 1990s, because past
andfutureareinexorably linked. L et ushopethat they
areindicativeof thefuture.

Thelast decadewasgood for Florida sentomologits.
Despiteamassivebudget cutin 1990, theUniversity of
FloridaEntomol ogy-Nematol ogy Department moved
into amuch-needed, magnificent new building. The
academic program prospered at both theundergraduate
andgraduateleve, bothquantitatively and qualitatively.
Faculty wereadded at UF-Gainesville, Immokal ee, Ft.
Lauderdale and Homestead, including initiation of
endowed chairs. New facilitiesweredevel oped at UF-
Immokal ee, Apopka, and Quincy. UF-Homestead was
rebuilt followingthedevastation of HurricaneAndrew.
Anundergraduateteaching programwasingtitutedinFt.
Lauderda e. Fundingwasprovidedfor anew biocontrol
quarantinefacility at UF- Ft. Pierce, tobestaffed by new
UF faculty. Entomology at the U.S. Department of
Agriculture aso prospered. The USDA-Miami
location, after being threatened with closure, hasbeen
reinvigorated with new staff. USDA-Ft. Lauderdale
moved ahead with construction of a long-awaited
guarantine facility. A modern and expansive new
researchfacility wasconstructed at USDA- Ft. Pierce
for the Orlando research group. Florida A&M and
USDA-Gainesvilleboth benefited from assignment of
new USDA staff to Tallahasseein cooperation with
FAMU. The USDA-Gainesville facility received a
major renovation, a boost for both research
performanceand staff safety. Fromthefacilitiesand
personnel perspective, only the private sector seemed
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diminished, resulting primarily from company consolida:
tion. On the other hand, industry introduced some
amazing new insecticidechemigtry thatisrevolutionizing
pest control: anotableaccomplishment indeed!

Itwasagood decadefor bugs(bug problems, actually)
as well. Florida continued to be invaded by exotic
insects, about 15 species per year in thelast decade.
Someseriousnew pestsarrived, including Asiantiger
mosquito, palmthrips, silverleaf whitefly, broad mite,
browncitrusaphid, citrusleaf miner, citruspsyllid, and
Mediterranean fruit fly. Not remarkably, given the
caiber of entomol ogistsin Florida, wehavefoundways
to live with most of these insects, usually through
improvements in cultural management practices,
importation of biological control agents, or improved
insecticidechemistry. Asalways, successinmestingthe
challenges brought about by these invadersresulted
from a federal-state-private sector partnership.
Nowherewasthisbetter seenthaninthe” Medfly Wars’
of central Florida, where the Florida Department of
Agricultureand USDA-APHISIed their public and
private sector partners in a successful eradication
campaign.

TheFloridaEntomological Society hasprogperedaong
with the discipline. While many scientific societies
suffered seriouslossin membership, journal subscrip-
tions, andrevenue, FEShasheld steady. Our members
loyaly support and participateinour activities, including
theannual meeting. Our officers, committees, journal
editor and businessmanager excel at their duties. The
FloridaEntomol ogist wasthefirst biological science
journal tobeavailableonthelnternet. The Journal has
anew format, andisprospering despitelibrary budget
constraints, reducedinterestinbiology asaprofession,
and changesintechnology.

Soweenter anew century withalegacy of success. Will
webuild on our successesand continuetothrive?The
tragic events of September 11 have exacerbated an
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already weak economy. Will we, likethestock market
andthenation’ seconomy, enter aperiod of decline?The
signsaremixed. Theacademic enterprisecontinuesto
thrive, withaM.S. programnow beinginitiated at UF-
Ft. Lauderdale and a new Lepidoptera Research
Facility being built in association with the Florida
Museum of Natural History. However, the State of
Floridathreatenspotentialy disastrousbudget cuts, and
the economic recession in both the state and nation
threaten to inhibit important programs on which the
professionisdependent. So stay tuned, but pay most
attention to the long-term trend, not the short.
Entomol ogistsand the FloridaEntomol ogical Soci ety
are creative and resourceful. Like bugs, we are
UNvivors.
